Jin Jiangbo states: “My process enters a space of
expressionless aesthetic research. Within the long
process of history, things and people shuttle through,
and as time passes they gradually disappear and
are lost, leaving only the buildings and spaces, as
‘witnesses to history’.”

Jin debates the last ten to fifteen years of China’s
growth to economic superpower. The deserted factory
buildings not only symbolise growth and progress,
but may also be seen as an abandoned temple which
the followers have left - investors and industrialists
taking anything of value with them and sending the
congregation back home.
